Letters and Sounds I Know Chart
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Instructions
Key-Practice Daily and Be Consistent!

1. Figure out which letters your student knows and mark them on the chart. This should include upper and lower case levels. 
2. Have your student work on learning one letter at a time, while practicing the ones they know.
3. Learn the Lower case form first, since most letters while reading are in lower case….However….
· Some kids have an easier time learning the upper case letters first because they are more distinct. 
· You may teach the upper case first of a few letters and then teach the lower case to go with it. This will help them associate the lower case with something they can remember more easily.
· Key boards on computers have upper case letters, which makes for a fun way to practice.
4. Introduce the letters in this recommended order.
Barton Students:
· Lesson1:A, B, F, M, P, S, T

· Lesson 2: I, C, G, H, L, N, R

· Lesson 3: O, D, J, K, V, Z

· Lesson 4: U, W, X, Y, QU

Non-Barton Students:
· Use above Barton Sequence.
· a, c,d,g,f,o,s, qu, b,e,h,I,j,k,l,m.n.p,r,t,u,v,w,x,y,z 
· Follow the K12 Phonics program.
5. Before introducing new letters, review the ones students already know by asking questions like the following:

· Point to the A.

· What is this letter?

· Of these 5 letters, which one is letter C?
6. Introduce letters in way they can remember them. 
· Introduce the new letter.

· This is a letter c.

· Does it remind you of a square or a circle?

· Is the circle complete?

· Circle starts with the same sound as the letter c…circle---C

· Trace your finger over the letter C

· Use shaving cream

· Use magic markers

· Use dry erase markers on the window

· Draw the letter C on someone’s back or in their hand and see if they can guess what it is. 

· Go on a scavenger hunt for letter C.
· Add letter C to your alphabet book

· Review letter c throughout the day.

· Ask questions like, “What letter is this?” or “Is this a C or an A?”

7. Provide multi-sensory activities to help your student remember the letters.

a. ABC Puzzle

· Get a Big floor puzzle, if possible.

· Have the student put it together with some help.

· Show the student 2 letters and ask which one is A? 

· If they don’t know, just tell them and have them say the letter while they are putting it together. 

· When they come to letters they know automatically, have them find that piece on their own. 

· If they need help give them 5 pieces to choose from. 

· Allow them to use the cover of the box and say the alphabet. 
b. Go Fish
· Purchase ABC GO FISH cards. School Zone has a great set-  http://www.schoolzone.com/flash-card/go-fish-alphabet-game-cards 
· If you begin by teaching them lower case, you will need to purchase 2 decks so that you can have them match with the lower case letters.
· Begin with all the letters they know and add 1 to 2 new ones that you are working on.

· Follow the instructions on playing GO FISH. 

c. Memory

· Use your GO FISH cards to play memory.

· Face all of the cards and their matches of the letters that the student knows and try to turn over 2 that match. 

d. Beat the Clock

· Once the student knows his upper and lower case letters of at least 5 letters, he can mix them up and see how fast he can match them or try and beat a certain time. 

8. When the letter is automatic write the date next to the letter that has been memorized. 
9. Barton students should not work on sounds associated with the letter until they begin Level 2 of Barton, but when they do you may put a date in the sound column when they know it automatically and do not need to use their SOUND CHART (You will learn about the Sound Chart in Level 2)
