· If memorization is absolutely necessary:

· Turn it into a song, an acronym, a rhythm

· Color code it

· Turn it into a drawing

· Use some memory-enhancing technique

· Provide work arounds

· Calculator

· Spell checker

· Ask two-choice questions instead of open-ended questions

· For Assessments/Tests

· Allow student/s to use one page of notes for the assessment, or

· Allow Open Book and Open Note tests

· Test formats:

· Matching puts the least demand on long-term memory, handwriting, and spelling

· To make matching harder, have more answer than questions.

· Fill in the blank questions and essay questions

· This puts the greatest demand on long-term memory
